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Explanation / definition of terms:

10h4: Objective evidence: Findings that reflect expert external observation of any measurement of the patient. Objective evidence includes lab tests, X-ray reports, health care provider examination or observation, or other similar data

10h5: homeopathic aggravation: A temporary worsening of pre-existing symptom(s) within a plausible timeframe after the administration a homeopathic medicine, followed by an improvement in the patient’s condition.

10h6: causal attribution of changes: Consider using the ‘MONARCH’ Inventory
